RANGE REPORT:
Jim:    picked up trash and several ‘snow arrows’, noted that the gate has been left open on a few occasions.  Please be sure to lock the gate if you are the last one out!
Mac:  has ordered new 3-D targets through Gun World & Archery –  a standing elk,  a caribou, 2 carp, 2 javelinas, and 5 replacement inserts.  Total cost with shipping = $2910.00.

He is also working on repairing some of the more shot up targets.

The old butts that were offered for sale still need to be picked up by those that purchased them.
OLD BUSINESS:


Indoor Safari:
Issues for next year:  We need to make sure all of the shooters exits are safe, shooters need to be reminded to step back when finished shooting, Range Captain ‘school’ to help new folks that have never run this type of shooting format-just so everyone is on the same page and keep the shoot running smoothly.  No smoking on the course – it’s messy and people complained about the smoke.

The Club made approximately $3279.00 (minus the awards).  Not too shabby!!!


Next years date: March 24th for shoot, 23rd for setup – half day.  We’ll be ready!!
Indoor Donation:
A motion was made by Jim H., and seconded by Jessica, to donate half our shoot proceeds to three different local organizations, with each organization receiving one third of the donated half.  The motion passed.  After a discussion by those Club members present it was decided to donate to the following:  Boys & Girls Club, Hospice and Veterans of Foreign War (VFW).  This too passed.
Enameled Pins:
Jessica has procured a nice design for our new Club pins.  After discussing the size of the new pins members decided the 1” would be the most desirable.  Jessica will place an order for 125 first place, 125 second place and 75 third place pins.  She will be reimbursed after the purchase and the pins should arrive in 3 to 4 weeks.
Stickers & Shirts:
Joan is in the works for procuring some new t-shirts and club bumper stickers.  The t-shirts will have Darcy’s goat logo, Elko Archery Club and Established in 1966 on the front of the shirt.  To do a larger logo on the back was going to put us over our profit margin.  The shirts will be short and long sleeve and in assorted colors.  The bumper stickers will be 3” x 10”.  We do not have pricing for the stickers at this time, hopefully they will be economical for us.

NEW BUSINESS:
Cabelas:
We have been invited to participate in a Cabela’s shoot.   Mike Aiazzi, from Cabela’s,  has invited all of the Nevada archery clubs that wish to participate in this event.  It is going to be two days of shooting.  It is a fun get people involved in archery event.  There will be many many many vendors there showing their products that participants can try out.  There will be a shooters dinner on Saturday evening, Boomtown, where the event will be held is offering reduced motel and RV rates.  The event is being held on May 21st & 22nd at Boomtown in Reno.

Currently we have several Club members that are planning to attend and help with the event.  As we receive more information it will be forwarded to all club members.  Sounds like a fun event to get our passion out to the public!

Tim brought up the idea of having sponsor signs at the targets.  Jessica made a motion, Frank seconded the motion.  Discussion; anyone that sponsors $100.00 and over will have their business advertised on a sign at a target.  Under $100.00 sponsors will ‘share’ the signs.  Motion passed.  Joan will print the signs, get them laminated and if people have business logos we can put those on the signs too. 
Committees :
Joan still has a spreadsheet for duties that need to be done. 


The Boy Scouts are going to take care of the water, cups, etc. on the course.

Secretary/Treasurer:
A motion was made during the Board Members meeting on April 4 to pay the Secretary and Treasurer for the services they provide.  It was discussed, voted on and passed at this time.  It was also determined that is should be brought to the attention of the general Club members during the next Club meeting to be discussed and voted on, as well.


Mike Moschetti brought up the issue again tonight.  Jessica made a motion, Jim H. seconded the motion.  Discussion followed; it is in the Bylaws that these positions, like the Range Captains, can be paid positions.  It was discussed that instead of paying monthly, like the Range Captains, the payment would be in a lump sum of $500.00 per position.  It would be up to the individuals in those positions to determine if they want to accept that payment.


Members attending the meeting voted:  11 yes, 1 no, 3 abstained from voting.  Motion passed.
End Of The Year Awards:
A few months ago a motion to have Club members attend at least one Club meeting to be eligible for the End of the Year Awards was made.  As a follow up to that, the original motion was withdrawn.

 A new motion was made by Jessica, seconded by Jim H. as follows:  To be eligible for the End of the Year Shooters Awards a Club member must attend four participation events throughout the year.  These can be either scheduled work parties or club meetings.  After the discussion the motion was voted on: 13 yes, 1 no, 1 abstained.  Motion passed.
4-H Shooting Sports:

Matt Wilson wanted to know if the Elko Archery Club would be willing to set aside a small portion of our range for the 4-H Archers to use.  The 4-H Archers have specific needs for their shooting so they were hoping to have a separate area for them to utilize. 
They need an area, about an acre, to set up 6 to 8 target butts with a maximum distance of 25 yards.  


Chris made a motion and Jerry seconded the motion to have Matt do a write up of the 4-H needs and to look at the range to determine the logistics of setting up a separate shooting area.  Discussion followed; it is public BLM land so we can not deny their use, they are children involved in archery and everyone thinks it’s a fantastic idea.   Motion passed to have Matt present his write up and research at the next meeting.
