Currently the club is still shooting at The Igloo every Sunday at 4:00pm.  We will continue the indoor shooting practice sessions until the weather warms and the ground dries enough to get to the outdoor range.

We have most of our club shoots scheduled.  If you are interested in hosting a club shoot June, September and November are still available.  June is a pretty busy month but if you are creative you can ‘stuff’ another shooting opportunity in!     

Big Buck Contest 2010:

Last year the Elko Archery Club held a big buck contest unlike those of past years.  The club voted that we should support a contest and that new rules should be developed for the 2009 season.  The big buck contest is now based on four requirements.  The first and most obvious is that you must be an EAC club member in good standing.  The second is that you must attend five EAC club shoots.  The third is that you need to attend five club meetings.  The final is that you must harvest a deer in the State of Nevada.  The winner will be based on gross score.

All members will receive an application in the mail during this coming year and the deadlines will be included with the application.  Make sure you attend some club shoots and meetings so you will be eligible for this award.
