	John Bottari proposed the following motion:
Raise membership fees an additional $10.00:  Membership Fees would become - $50.00 for a single, $60.00 for a family
Do not raise Club Shoot fees keep these at $10.00 per shooter (kids still shoot for free and Igloo price is still $5.00 per person for lights)
Table raising the fees for the big shoots, Horse Palace and Lamoille, until next year.
Motion was seconded by Joan Holland.
Club Members, in attendance, voted yes for the motion to pass. 
Reasons for wanting/needing to raise fees are as follows:   So we can improve our range and to pay for shooter awards.  Put in a patio area, playground area for kiddies, extend the covered awning and/or box in what we have, have better targets on range, make a bulletin board for the range (need a volunteer for this little project), build  more storage for targets and equipment (replace big old ugly trailer).

OLD BUSINESS:  Nothing was brought to attention.
