July 13, 2010

CALLED TO ORDER:  6:03 pm

LOCATION:  Archery Range

REFRESMENTS SERVED:  Hotdogs, tater chips and soda pop

TREASURERS REPORT:  Richard – $22,748.00 loosely, still have some outstanding bills and bank statements to go over.

RANGE REPORT:
Jim K. – the potty was cleaned before July 4th holiday, the weeds have been mowed down, twice, a few limbs have been cut down as they were too vexing to the range managers.

Mac –need to replace some of the bag targets that are toward the back of the range as they are old and tired and in need of replacing – the ‘go ahead’ was given to do this.  Jim A. suggested if anyone wanted them they were more than welcome to take them home as well as some of the less-than-wonderful 3-D targets resting against the building.

Jim A. read the suggested items from the ‘Suggestion Box’.  There were two items open for discussion:

1st Item:  Get another potty with a wash sink.  The members present decided this was an acceptable request and will follow through.  Jim A. will look into the cost for renting one for the more used months of April thru October.   Mac suggested moving the current port-o-potty up to the back of the range and suggested we have the road smoothed out so it can be maintained more easily.  Richard will take care of this when his work crew has the time available to perform the work.

2nd Item:  Put styrofoam targets back on the range for broadhead use.  This will not happen.   The other styrofoam targets were removed earlier this year because they break apart and create an unsightly and environmentally unfriendly mess.  Bummer, just don’t take it out on the bag targets as this is strictly forbidden!! 

SHOOTER DIVISIONS:
A motion was made by Joan to include Senior and Master Senior divisions for all classes for both men and women.   N.F.A.A. regulations and age divisions will be followed.  The divisions will be available at club shoots this year but will not be included in this years End of the Year Awards.  Next year, 2011, will be the first year for club awards in these new divisions.  As with all divisions there must be at least three shooters in each division for there to be an award awarded at the end of the year.  Jessica seconded the motion, a vote was taken by club members and the motion passed.  

BOWHUNTER CLASSIC:

He has most of these completed and is getting the last donor names together.  Joan is going to send a letter to the editor of the Elko Daily thanking the donors.  The letter has been drafted and the list of donors has been forwarded from Richard.  After approval of the Board Members the letter will be submitted to the newspaper.

AWARDS:  The pewter buckles for the Classic have arrived.  Jim A. has them and will solicit a crew to get them mailed out to the recipients.

 TO DO LIST:  John Bottari brought up the issue of putting in the new playground.  He is anxious to get the work started and offered to remove the large-ugly-pipe-on-the-ground-supposed-to-be-a-swing-set.  He said it will be removed this coming weekend.  THE BIG UGLY PIPES WENT AWAY AS OF 10:30am JULY 17th!!  THANK YOU JOHN & PAT BOTTARI!

Tim Bottari submitted an estimate ($635.00)from ABC Seamless for the tin to box in the current ‘half’ building.  The estimate includes closing in three sides of the building leaving the southern side open.  Tim also suggested tabling the playground construction until the concrete work for the extension of the building has been completed.  This would give the club a better idea of where to place the playground.   Mac motioned to approve to wait on the playground until the building is complete, Jessica seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a vote from present members.

At this time it was discussed about whether or not to build a permanent ‘tree stand’ structure for club members to shoot from.  Because of liability/safety issues the ‘tree stand’ idea was thrown out and will not be constructed.

SHOOT SCHEDULE FOR CLUB SHOOTS: 

SEPTEMBER -The next shoot will be held on September 12th at 9:00am.  This will be a ‘Class Shoot’ where archers can get handicapped in their chosen shooting style.
